BayShore School, a private school independent study program serving California families who wish to 
educate their children at home.  We accept students in grades K – 12 . Enclosed in this packet is 
registration forms for the 2007-2008 academic year and instructions on how to complete them.

Tuition for the 2007-2008 school year is  $275.00/per family (residing in the same home) for the year. 
There is a discounted early enrollment period and tuition is prorated starting in October 2007.  Please be 
advised that you cannot backdate attendance prior to your child’s actual date of enrollment. 

There is an additional charge of $35.00/per high school students (grades 9-12). 

While BayShore School does accommodate children in the entertainment business, we are unable to 
sign the academic/health/attendance release at the same time as initial enrollment. That form 
requires the enrolling school to attest to satisfactory progress in these areas and we do not have that 
information available on new students. We are able to sign the entertainment permit form once the 
student has been enrolled with BayShore and we have either: a) received transcripts from the child's 
previous school; and/or b) the required attendance and academic reports have been submitted to 
BayShore at the regularly scheduled due dates.  There is a $25.00/per student /per form charge to 
process entertainment work permit forms - this is due at the time forms are submitted to BayShore, and 
are payable by check or money order only.

If you plan to pay by check, you should include it with your application.  Those planning to pay by 
credit card will receive an email invoice from ProPay.com.

Upon review of your completed application, you will receive an email either confirming or declining 
your enrollment request.  Reviews  may take up to  seven (7) working days from receipt.  If your children 
are not accepted into BayShore School, your tuition check will be returned to you (if you paid by check), 
along  with a list of referrals to other homeschooling programs.

•Question #2:  we will not reject a student application because of parents’ marital status.
However, we would like to know if the parents are separated or divorced as homeschooling has at times, become an 
issue in custody disputes.  We want to be prepared for that possibility.
Question #5 and #6:  We do not have a policy which automatically disqualifies a child who has been (or currently) 
involved in legal proceedings.  We accept such students on a case-by-case basis depending on the nature of the 
proceedings, and how much outside agency interaction is required (there may be an additional case management fee 
added to tuition). If BayShore School is unable to accept such a student, referrals to other programs will be provided. 

Teacher Record Education and Experience

•The State of California requires that all private schools maintain a record of each teacher’s qualifications.   
Remember not to overlook such areas of experience as:  leading a scout troop; teaching religious classes; and training 
other employees in your work environment.  
You are not required to have a teaching credential.

Annual Course of Study Contract

• The State of California requires a separate contract for each student enrolled.
• Students in grades K - 6 need to complete only side one.  Students in grades 7 - 12 complete both sides. 
• List the concepts which you plan to cover under each heading.  We realize that goals change as time passes, so don’t 
worry if your proposed course of study does not match your semester reports later in the year.

Please do not mail your application using any type of postal method that will require a signature from 
BayShore School - this will delay your enrollment!  Sending  a certified or overnight letter to a post office box 
requires a trip to a different post station (than where the p.o. box is located) and generally, a long wait in line.  First 
class mail is the most efficient way to mail.  Thank you!

BayShore SchoolÕs Legal Responsibilities and Waiver
If my/our child(ren)’s application for enrollment with BayShore School is accepted, I/we will comply with the following:

A. Academic Requirements

1.)  Semester reports will be turned in by the dates listed in the current BayShore School Information booklet unless 
I/we have contacted the school prior to such due dates and received approval from  school director.
2.)  Monthly attendance reports will be competed in the manner agreed upon.
3.)  Complete an annual course of study contract for each enrolled student.

B. BayShore SchoolÕs Responsibilities
 
 I/we understand that BayShore School will:
1.) Handle administrative interactions with school and/or social services officials who may contact me/us regarding 
the enrollment of my/our child(ren).
2.)  Accompany me/us to present my/our case in the event that our family is called into a truancy hearing.  Should the 
case go to court, I/we will cooperate with BayShore School.  If I/we do not cooperate, I/we understand that I/we 
will be charged all expenses accrued as a result of my/our case and that I/we will further be required to pay a fee to 
BayShore School in the amount of $50.00/hour for the time spent actively involved with my/our case.

C.  Costs & Financial Considerations 
I/we understand that enrollment with BayShore School will not :

1.)  Include any legal costs and/or fees (including, but not limited to:  attorneys’ fees, court costs, expert witnesses, etc.).
2.)  Include enrollment in one of the homeschool legal defense plans.
3.)  Include consultation / full curriculum development with a credentialed teacher.
4.)  Assist me / us through truancy and /or court proceedings if I/we have not submitted the required monthly 
attendance and semester reports to BayShore School on a regular basis by the prescribed due dates.
5.)  Include travel expenses that may be incurred if BayShore School director must travel outside of Los Angeles 
and/or Orange County areas to accompany my family to a truancy and/or other court proceedings.  These travel 
expenses could include (but not limited to):  airfare; hotel accommodations; gas mileage for auto travel; meals.
6.) There are no refunds of tuition or other costs if my/own family opts to not participate in BayShore School after 
enrolling, or transfers to another school before the end of the academic year.

D.  Miscellaneous

1.)  I/we agree not to act as a representative of BayShore School, in any manner or media without the prior written 
consent of Lenore Colacion Hayes and/or Robert A. Ott.
2.) Not share with anyone any information about other enrolled BayShore School families obtained in any 
correspondence, email lists or other manner.  I/we understand that any information learned about another family is 
confidential and should not be utilized for the purposes of selling products and/or services.  I/we further understand 
that this rule also pertains to internet selling or “spamming.”
3.) Failure to notify BayShore School directors of any past or present legal proceedings (felony and misdemeanor 
arrests, truancy hearings or Child Protective Services investigations) concerning the enrolled children will result in 
automatic dismissal.
4.) Failure to notify BayShore School directors of my/our receipt and/or application to receive government benefits or 
subsidies will result in automatic dismissal.
5.) Failure to notify BayShore School of my/our address, telephone, and/or email address change within seven (7) 
days could result in dismissal.

I/we understand that BayShore School is a resource and clearinghouse for parents wishing to instruct their 
children at home.  BayShore does not provide instruction, tutoring, curriculum, or educational materials.   Basic 
enrollment with BayShore School does not include: evaluation, assessment, student grades, or standardized testing 
(providing and administration of).  Parents are responsible for monitoring and assessing their own child’s academic 
difficulties and progress. 

I/we have read the above information and waiver and understand that BayShore School and/or Lenore 
Colacion Hayes-Ott and Robert A. Ott cannot be held liable for any actions which result from my/our inability to 
adhere to BayShore School’s requirements regarding attendance and semester reports. I/we further understand that 
my/our enrollment can be terminated for not abiding by said BayShore School requirements or failure to disclose 
information related to the enrolled student’s past and current involvement in any legal proceedings. Further, any 
reason that the directors deem detrimental to the reputation of BayShore School and its enrollees may also result in 
termination.  In the event of termination by BayShore School directors, I/we will not be entitled to a refund for any 
moneys remaining of my/our tuition.

Robert A. Ott and Lenore Colacion Hayes-Ott are hereby released from any liability for accidents, injury, 
death and /or fire which may occur at my/our home / satellite school site and/ or activities or functions sponsored 
by BayShore School.
